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INTRODUCTION

London Metropolitan Archives’ status as a record office for the Greater London area greatly determines its holdings concerning black people in London. (For the purposes of this exhibition, we would like to restrict the definition of “black” to people of African-Caribbean descent living, and contributing to, life in London
.)  The London Metropolitan Archives’ library retains the characteristics of its previous role as the Greater London History Library: the archive contains many official publications referring to national and local authority responses to the black presence in London and the UK and a collection of library materials that has developed around these publications.  The Greater London Council publication A history of the black presence in London (1986), documents the archival holdings at the then Greater London Record Office. It acknowledges and celebrates our achievements whilst outlining future work necessary to the recording of the black presence in London. Since then, significant cataloguing of Greater London Council (GLC) and the Inner London Education Authority (ILEA) archives at London Metropolitan Archives has increased the documentation of black people’s lives in London. The Official Publications section of Here to stay includes material published by the GLC and ILEA as well as relevant publications from charitable and voluntary organisations such as the London Council of Social Services, the King’s Fund, the Southwark Diocesan Council for Wel-care and the National Council of Voluntary Organisations.

In terms of secondary printed sources, the bibliography contains Norma Myers’ Reconstruction of the black past (1996) which outlines and evaluates some of the significant studies in black history held in the library. - For example, general texts on black history such as Folarin Shyllon’s Black people in Britain 1555-1833 (1977) and Peter Fryer’s Staying Power (1987) -  I have also included anthologies of writings about being black in London - Paul Edwards and David Dabydeen’s Black writers in Britain (1991) -  and statistical publications such as Ethnicity in the 1991 census: i-iv (1996).  Local history studies have also contributed greatly to the process of documenting black history.  An outstanding example is Longest journey: a history of black Lewisham (1995), Joan Anim-Addo’s account of “...the story of three continents and the journeys which brought them together...”  Coverage of specific topics like poverty and cultural events, may be found for example, in Stephen Braidwood’s Black poor and white philanthropists  (1994) and Michael La Rose’s Mas in Notting Hill (1990).

There are notable omissions.  Ron Ramdin’s The making of the black working class, Bryan, Dadzie and Scafe’s The heart of the race: black women’s lives in Britain  and David Dabydeen’s detailed  Hogarth’s blacks, are all currently out of print.  The unavailability of such classic texts raises the issue of precisely how blacks become invisible in published history.

INTRODUCTION (cont’d)

Although we currently hold no designated black history periodical title, I have included relevant articles from our mainstream journals where possible. Future acquisitions are marked on order in this bibliography, for example Deborah King’s Pride of black British women.

A history of the black presence in London set the challenge for future archivists and historians to document black life in the capital.  Projects like Migrant Media’s Black Experience Archive Trust (BEAT) are responding with multi-media technology.
 As London Metropolitan Archives’ contribution to this necessary recording of black histories we continue to unearth evidence of the presence, study and representation of black people and black life from our archives - a past rooted in London’s history.

· advocacy of the repeal of repressive and racially discriminatory immigration and nationality laws and practices in the United Kingdom...

The Ethnic Minorities Unit was set up to help implement the above terms of reference, and many of our official publications documenting policies affecting the lives of black Londoners originate from this Unit.  However, as emphasised in Working for London, the Greater London Council

“   has explicitly incorporated a racial dimension into all its policy making and implementation.  This requires the author of any report to identify the likely effects and benefits of the proposals being made for London’s black and ethnic minority population.  In this way race equality issues are tackled throughout the Council in the performance of all its functions, and not only by the Ethnic Minorities Unit in its reports...”

Upon its formation it was decided that the Ethnic Minorities Section would appoint two members to each of the Sub Committees, except Finance...(my emphasis)...”

The Inner London Education Authority was the Greater London Council’s education department until the abolition of the GLC in 1986 when it became a body in its own right.  ILEA’s work affected all Londoners, but its equal opportunities policy had specific consequences for the education of black people in the capital.  London Metropolitan Archives holds ILEA records for the relevant sub-committees for 1983-1990 which include the Ethnic Minority section files. “...The London Strategic Policy Unit (LSPU) was set up explicitly as a ‘GLC in Exile’...intended to provide research and campaigning material for boroughs represented on its controlling committee.[p. 90] ...The Committee was set up in March 1986 as a voluntary committee of 8 London boroughs - Camden, Greenwich, Hackney, Haringey, Islington, Lambeth, Lewisham and Southwark.  Ealing joined subsequently and Camden took the lead role.  Its immediate purpose was to provide for continuity in the work of various policy teams within the GLC which were reconstituted under the Commision on abolition as the London Strategic Policy Unit (LSPU). The Unit specialised in issues of women, race, the police, transport, planning, local economic policy and recreation.[p. 104]...”

London Metropolitan Archives’ holdings include official publications outlining, debating. monitoring and reviewing the above mentioned policy teams.  Local authority services for Black Londoners were shaped by LSPU policies.  The Unit was disbanded due to financial problems within its constituent boroughs.

King Edward’s Fund For London

“...The Prince of Wales’ Hospital Fund was founded in 1897 to commemorate Queen Victoria’s Diamond Jubilee by raising a substantial capital sum as a permanent endowment, the interest of which could be used to assist London’s voluntary hospitals.  It was renamed King Edward’s Hospital Fund for London, after the Prince’s accession to the throne in 1901.  In 1907, it was incorporated by Act of Parliament as an independent charity for ‘...the support benefit or extension of the hospitals in London...and to do all such things as may be incidental or conclusive to the attainment of the foregoing objects...’  Today it seeks to stimulate good practice and innovation in all aspects of health care and management, through service development, education, policy analysis and direct grants. London is still the focus of its concern, albeit within a national and international context...”

The archives of the King’s Fund have been deposited with London Metropolitan Archives; the principal King’s Fund publications have been sent annually from 1974 onwards, and have been catalogued up to 1985.  (A list of the principal King’s Fund publications for 1903 to 1973, which are held in the publication archives of the King’s Fund Centre’s library, is available in our collection.)  This selection is from our earliest records, before service development for black Londoners and an analysis of their policy needs became prioritised.  Currently the King’s Fund has a minority ethnic health section and in due course we will receive records and publications.

London Council of Social Service (LCSS)

The London Council of Social Service (LCSS) was formerly the Social Welfare Association (1910-1919), it remained the London Council of Social Services from 1919-1979 and then became the London Voluntary Services Council (LVSC) from 1979 onwards.   The LCSS was the central co-ordinating body for social work organisations and activities throughout greater London “providing a number of key services to small disparate organisations”
.  The publications listed tend to reflect a response on the part of white society to the issues raised by the presence of black Londoners.  However, by the late 1980s, the focus would move to self-organisation and self-determination and black voluntary groups and units within mainstream organisations would find the LVSC’s umbrella-like function extremely important for training and resources.

National Council of Voluntary Organisations

The National Council Social Service (NCSS) became the National Council of Voluntary Organisations (NCVO) in 1980.  The NCSS was established to preserve voluntary services by drawing together diverse agencies to eliminate confusion and overlap in the sector and thus work efficiently with the newly developing statutory services.  As the NCVO, it set out to be “the voice of the voluntary sector” and its Annual Report for 1980 included the following aims: “ to extend the involvement of voluntary organisation in responding to social issues...[and]...to act as a resource centre for voluntary organisations”
.  NCVO publications were transferred to the London Metropolitan archives with their archival records in 1996.  I have included titles reflecting the actions of, and responses to, the black population in London.
